The EIf Louise Christmas Project is dedicated to providing a little bit of joy to Bexar County's less
fortunate children. In 2008, more than 4,500 EIf Louise volunteers wrapped and delivered presents to

19,000 children in 5,800 families!

The project began in 1969 when it's founder, Louise Locker, was a student at Trinity University in San

Antonio. She found that for many San Antonio families, Christmas just did not exist. Louise began to

look for a way to provide a few Christmas presents to some of these children. That first year, with the
help of a friend, she collected gifts for children in 13 families.

The EIf Louise Christmas Project is a grassroots organization: there is no paid staff; overhead is kept at

under 5% of contributions; the Project is

housed in whatever quarters can be arrang:d

in a central location so that persons from all
areas of the city and county can have acce<s
and be welcomed; the Project does not exp2ct
one group to raise all the money or to supply
all the Santas or to purchase all the gifts; sraall
donations are welcomed and encouraged.

The success of a project of this nature canr ot
be measured in the number of dollars collected
or the number of presents delivered or the
number of children served. It can be measu
only in the quality of the experience which
culminates in the moment that Santa places
brightly wrapped present in the hands of a
wide-eyed child. It is to this end that the Elvis
