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San Antonio Food Bank 

Saturday, March 6 was our Food Bank volunteer day. We had 27 Parrot Heads and 1 keet volunteer. This was  

our biggest turn out yet. The Food Bank is now feeding 58,000 people each week, including 36,000 children.  

Donations are down and the need is at an all time high. Our job for the day was to go through as many stored  

boxes as possible to salvage the usable food and throw away the spoiled or damaged food.  

 

During our 3 hour shift we were able to sort over 500 boxes which works out to over 10,000 pounds of food that 

will be distributed this week.  

We have been asked to return  

on Saturday May 8. This is  

Letter Carrier day, the day the 

post office picks up food left at 

mail boxes citywide. All other 

volunteer organizations have 

been asked to bring 10 people 

for the day. SAPHC is the only 

organization asked to bring 20. 

We still have some slots left.  

All the food we deal with this 

day will only be one day old.
